In the April of 1816, Ludwig van Beethoven wrote a set of 
six songs called “An die ferne Geliebte” — “To the Distant Be-
loved” - in what is now seen as the first song cycle ever written. 
The form, loosely defined as a collection of vocal works with 
some thematic connection, was taken up by later composers such 
as Schubert, Faure, Mahler, Copland, and Shostakovich. Today, 
the stylistic freedom of new music and poetry allow us to exam-
ine this 200-year-old form in fresh and exciting new ways.
